KE KLASIFIKACI UGROFINSKYCH JAZYKU

Abstract

In the article the questions of the genetic classification of the Fenno-Ugric languages are analyzed.
After discussion of the previous models a new scheme is presented, based on our own lexical data
of 22 Fenno-Ugric languages and dialects. The result confirm conclusions of other models based on
the quantitative approach: the ‘Volgaic unity did not exist, Mordvinian is closer to Fenno-Saamic
and Mari to Permic.
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Pro klasifikaci ugrofinské/uralské jazykové rodiny byly predlozeny nasledujici
modely. Za pozornost stoji, Ze hlavni rozdily se objevuji v posouzeni vzajemné
pozice mordvinstiny a marijstiny.

3. Prvnimi lingvisty, ktefi se pokusili aplikovat lexikostatisticky ptistup k ugro-
finskym jazyktm, byli Eeva Kangasmaa-Minn a Alo Raun (1956, 152-53). Jejich
vysledky podrobné analyzoval Xelimskij (1982, 11-14). Mezi prukopniky tohoto
piistupu se zafadil i Lehtiranta (1982, 114—18). Bohuzel, vSichni tito autofi pub-
likovali pouze vysledky bez jakychkoliv grafickych znazornéni a bez lexikalnich
dat. Na zaklad¢ standardniho Swadeshova spisku ¢itajiciho sto univerzalnich
sémantickych jednotek Lehtiranta (1982, 115) spocital nasledujici percentualni
podily vyjadfujici vzajemné vztahy mezi hlavnimi uralskymi jazyky:

Z diagramu je ziejmé, ze nejblizSim ptfibuznym marijstiny je komijstina, za-
timco mordvinstina pfedstavuje jednu z vétvi fino-permskych jazykl. Zbyvajici
vétve reprezentuji také samostatnymi jazyky, samska vétev severni samstinou,
baltskofinska vétev finstinou.

Pfipomenime, ze tuto meto-
du Starostin vytvofil na konci 80. let 20. stoleti.
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6. Predkladana studie vychazi také z ‘rekalibrované’ glottochronologie. Pro
tyto Ucely byl sestaven a etymologicky analyzovén seznam slov z 16 ugrofin-
skych jazykt/dialekta.

Vzijemné vztahy mezi ugrofinskymi jazyky mohou byt eventualné znazorne-
ny jako sit. Udaje predstavuji procentni podily jejich spoleéné zakladni slovni
zasoby. Cim vyssi hodnota, tim blizsi pfibuznost. Pferusovana linie oddéluje fin-
skopermskou a ugrickou vétev.

Nase vysledky potvrzuji rozpad ugrofinské jazykové jednoty ve druhé polo-
viné ¢i na konci 3. tis. pt. Kr., jak jej riznymi metodami datovali Péter Hajdu
i Sergej Starostin. Oproti tradi¢nimu modelu vSak nepotvrzuji existenci volzské
vétve, sestavajici z jazykt mordvinského a marijského. Podle ziskanych vysled-
ki stoji mordvinstina blize k baltskofinskym jazykdm (43.98%; k finosamské-
mu prajazyku 42.18%) a marijstina blize k permskym jazykim (49.73%), nez
mordvinstina k marijstine (40.86%). Dalsi dve€ nezévislé studie (Lehtiranta 1982;
Starostin 2004), uplatiujici kvantitativni ptistup zaloZzeny na srovnani zékladni
slovni zasoby, vykazuji obdobné vysledky. Vyznamnéjsi data ziskdme srovnanim
poctt vSech exkluzivnich lexikalnich izoglos: baltskofinsky-mordvinsky: c. 110
izoglos, marijsky-permsky: c. 150, ale mordvinsky-marijsky: 20 (Bereczki 1977,
57-77; 1978-79[1982], 88; 1988, 314). Tyto lexikostatistické vysledky miizeme
dale podpofit vysledky historické fonetiky a morfologie, které podrobné ana-
lyzoval Bereczki (1974; 1978-79[1982]; 1988). Mordvinstina se shoduje s fin-
skosamskym prajazykem napf. v rozliSovani kontinuanti dlouhych a kratkych
vokalt na rozdil od marijstiny (sr. Itkonen 1969, 90-91; Bereczki 1974, §3). Se-
rebrennikov (1967, 32-33) se domnival, ze objevil dvé exkluzivni morfologické
izoglosy mezi mordvinstinou a marijtinou: (i) mordvinsky komitativ -Sek/-¢ek
vs. marijské temporalni adverbium -sek/-Sek; (ii) mordvinsky komitativ -riek vs.
marijsky sufix kolektivnich ¢islovek a essivu -nek/-nek. Bereczki (1974, 82-83;
1978-79[1982], 86—87) presvédcive demonstroval rizny ptvod jak mordvin-
skych, tak marijskych sufixd. Dalsi morfologické paralely, jak dokladaji ostatni
jazykové vétve, predstavuji archaismy a nikoliv spole¢né inovace dulezité pro
utvareni blizSich genetickych vztahti. Na druhou stranu, mezi baltskofinskymi
jazyky a mordvinstinou najdeme ¢etné morfologické korespondence, exluzivni
nevyjimaje (Bereczki 1978-79[1982], 88—89). Vsechny tyto argumenty potvrzuji
neplatnost koncepce ‘volzské’ jednoty jako genetického taxonu.

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ON CLASSIFICATION OF THE FENNO-UGRIC LANGUAGES

Our results confirm the dating of the disintegration of the finno-Ugric language unity to the
second half or to the end of the 3rd mill. BCE, in agreement with estimations of Péter Hajdu or
Sergej Starostin, applying various approaches. In contrary to the ‘standard’ model, they do not
support existence of the “Volgaic’ branch, consisting of Mordvinian and Mari. According to our
results Mordvin stands closer to Finnic (43.98%; to Finno-Saamic 42.18%) and Mari closer to
Permic (49.73%), than Mordvin is to Mari (40.86%). Two other independent studies (Lehtiranta
1982; Starostin 2004), applying a quantitative approach based on comparison of core lexicons, give
analogous results. Still more significant figures are obtained if the numbers of all exclusive lexical
isoglosses are compared: Finnic-Mordvin: ¢. 110 isoglosses, Mari-Permic: ¢. 150, but Mordvin-
-Mari: 20 (Bereczki 1977, 57-77; 1978-79[1982], 88; 1988, 314). These lexicostatistical results
may be supported by results of historical phonetics and morphology, as seriously discussed by
Bereczki (1974; 1978-79[1982]; 1988). Mordvin agrees with Finno-Saamic, for example, in the
differentiation of reflexes of long and short vowels, as opposed to Mari (cf. Itkonen 1969, 90-91;
Bereczki 1974, 83). Serebrennikov (1967, 32-33) has found two exclusive morphological isoglo-
sses between Mordvin and Mari: (i) Mordvin comitative in -Sek/-¢ek vs. Mari temporal adverbs in
-sek/-sek; (ii) Mordvin comitative in -7iek vs. Mari suffix of collective numerals and essive in -nek/-
-nek. Bereczki (1974, 82-83; 1978-79[1982], 86—87) has convincingly demonstrated the separate
origins of both Mordvin and Mari suffixes. As regards other morphological parallels, cognates
from other branches confirm that they represent archaisms, not common innovations that indicate
closer genetic relationship. On the other hand, there are numerous morphological correspondences
between Finnic and Mordvin, including some exclusive ones (Bereczki 1978—79[1982], 88-89).
All these arguments confirm that the concept of the “Volgaic’ unity as a genetic taxon is invalid.
