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Editorial

V dosavadni, dnes jiz vice jak padesatileté historii ¢asopi-
su, ktery vyddvd brnénsky Semindf déjin uméni Filozofic-
ké fakulty Masarykovy univerzity, jeho editofi, respektive
redakéni rada, zatim jen zcela ojedinéle vyuzili moznosti
uvést vydani jednotlivych ro¢nikii programové zaméfenym
prohldsenim, adresovanym jeho ¢tenaitim. Kromé béznych
edi¢nich poznamek byla forma editorialu uzita vlastné jen
dvakrat. V obou ptipadech za situace, kdy v dtsledku pozvol-
né emancipace Casopisu ze svazku Shornikii praci filozofické
fakulty brnénské univerzity doslo k vice ¢i méné zdsadni pro-
méné jeho podoby a ¢aste¢né i zaméfeni. V roce 1997 se im-
pulsem stal fakt, Ze dosavadni uménovédna fada F téchto
sborniki zacala vychdzet pod samostatnym nazvem Opuscu-
la Historiae Atrium, i kdyz zatim jesté s ponechanim ptivod-
niho podtitulu Studia minora facultatis philosophicae. Series
historiae artium. Nadto tato okolnost, znamenajici nesporné
zasadni meznik v dosavadni existenci ¢asopisu, pfispéla ale-
spon Caste¢né k obméngé, ¢i spise ke zptesnéni jeho zakladni
koncepce. Do této doby Casopis totiz téméf vyhradné zve-
fejiioval vysledky badatelské price pedagogu, podilejicich se
postupné na formovani osobitého profilu ,brnénské skoly
déjin uméni®. A spiSe vyjimecné, vétsinou jen v pripadé Cisel
vztahujicich se k Zivotnim jubileim nejvyznamnéjsich z nich,
které zastupovaly tradi¢ni , Festschrifty®, se v ném objevovaly
studie jejich domdcich a zahrani¢nich kolegt, pfipadné od-
chovanct. Pravé od Ctyficatého Cisla se jeho stranky v mno-
hem vétsi mife nez dosud oteviely rovnéz talentovanym
poslucha¢tim nebo Cerstvym absolventiim brnénského Se-
minére, ktefi tak ziskali moznost ke zvefejnéni nejen dil¢ich
poznatkd, k nimz dospéli ve svych doktorskych, diplomo-
vych, respektive bakaldfskych pracich, ale téz k publikovani
vysledkil jiz zcela samostatného baddani.

Podruhé, o deset let pozdéji, potfebu editorialu ini-
ciovalo vyro¢i vydani prvniho roéniku podnes prakticky je-
diného uméleckohistorického periodika, které je na nasem
uzemi nepretrzité vydavino nékterym ze zdejsich vysoko-
gkolskych pracovist. Toto jubilejni, padesaté ¢islo, v némz
v roce 2007 v§ichni tehdejs$i pedagogové podali pocet z ak-
tudlnich vysledku své tvirci ¢innosti, obsahovalo i obsahly

bibliograficky soupis v§ech prispévki zvefejnénych v caso-
pise za ptlstoleti jeho existence.

Editorial, ktery klademe na zacatek dvojcisla letosni-
ho, jiz 54. ro¢niku, je znovu motivovan potfebou deklarovat
urcité zmény, vyvolané tentokrat skute¢nosti, ze Opuscula
historia artium byla v roce 2009 zafazena mezi neimpakto-
vané recenzované casopisy. | proto by méla napfisté v ramci
jednoho ro¢niku vychdzet pokud mozno dvé, samostatna ¢is-
la. Viditelnym vyrazem této zatim posledni transformace se
nepochybné stava i novd vizudlni podoba ¢asopisu, ktera se
tyka nejen obdlky, jak tomu bylo nékolikrdt v minulosti, ale
hlavné jeho vnitfni grafické upravy. Zasluhou mladého, ale
zkuseného grafika Tomase Coufala tak Opuscula po letech
unifikujicich a nevyraznych typografickych feseni vSech fad
nékdejstho Shorniku praci filozofické fakulty brnénské univerzi-
ty konecné ziskavaji svou individualni, ve vyrazu uméfenou,
védomé minimalistickou, nicméné typograficky i vytvarné
pusobivou, moderni podobu. Zménény status Casopisu se
pro cleny redakéni rady ovSem nestal jen impulsem k pod-
statné proméné jeho vzhledu, ale pfedné k zdsadni rozpravé,
zda jeho tradi¢ni, casem provéfena celkova orientace a obsa-
hova ndpln obstoji i v soucasnosti, nebo zda si vyzaduje vét-
$ich zmén, nebo alespon dil¢ich inovaci. Zavéry této diskuse
se pIné promitly do pfipravy tohoto dvojcisla, které viceméné
zachovavd rozclenéni ptispévki do dvou hlavnich oddili. Ty
obsahuji obsahlejsi studie i drobnéjsi pfispévky pedagogii,
studentti a absolventti brnénského Seminare, doplnéné pra-
cemi nasich a zahrani¢nich kolegti. Zcela nové byla zatazena
rubrika, v niZ by se napfisté mély objevovat diskusni pfispév-
ky a nésledné i pfipadné polemické reakce. Cilem tohoto
diskusniho fora je poskytnout potfebny prostor pro (v Ces-
kém odborném prostredi stale chybéjici) tfibeni stanovisek
a nazort, predevs§im pokud jde o naléhava témata a problé-
my, které ovliviiuji byti a fungovéni naseho oboru, a to nejen
v Ceskych zemich, ale i mimo jejich hranice. Jako prvni jsou
aktudlné otistény nékteré z prispévki, které zaznély v pra-
béhu odborného setkdni na leto$ni kvétnové Valné hromadé
Uméleckohistorické spole¢nosti v ¢eskych zemich, v nichz se
jejich autofi snazili vyrovnat s provokativné poloZenou otdz-
kou po budoucnosti déjin uméni, a vyjadfit mj. své osobni
stanovisko ke zpusobu a formam vysokoskolské vyuky bu-
doucich historiki uméni.
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During the fifty-year history of the journal published by
the Department of the History of Art at the Arts Faculty of
Masaryk University, its editors or the editorial board have so
far on only a very few occasions made use of the possibility
of introducing individual issues by policy statements directed
at its readers. Apart from the normal editorial remarks, the
form of an editorial has in fact only been used twice. On
both occasions it was in a situation when, as the result of
the gradual emancipation of the journal from the volume of
Sborniky praci filozofické fakulty brnénské university [Collections
of Articles from the Arts Faculty of Brno University], a more or
less fundamental change took place in its appearance and to
some extent in its orientation. In 1997 the stimulus lay in the
fact that what had up until then been the art-history series F of
these collections started to appear under the independent title
of Opuscula Historiae Artium, although at first it still retained
the original subtitle Studia minora facultatis philosophicae.
Series historiae artium. Furthermore, this circumstance, which
undoubtedly signified a landmark in the existence of our
journal, contributed at least in part to a modification, or rather
a greater clarification, in its basic concept. For until then the
journal had published almost exclusively the results of the
research work of the teaching staff who over time shaped the
distinctive profile of the “Brno school of art history”. And it
was only occasionally, usually in the case of issues celebrating,
for example, the sixtieth or seventieth birthday of one of
the more prominent of those teaching staff in the form of
a traditional “Festschrift”, that articles were included by their
Czech and international colleagues or former pupils. But from
that fortieth issue onwards the journal became much more
open than previously to talented pupils or recent graduates
of the Brno Art History Department, who thus acquired the
opportunity to publish not only minor findings that they made
in their undergraduate or doctoral dissertations, but also the
results of quite independent research work.

The second time that the need for an editorial was
felt was ten years later, to mark the anniversary of the
first issue of what remains practically the only art history
periodical to have been published without interruption in
one of the institutes of higher education in our country. This
fiftieth anniversary issue in 2007, in which all our teaching
staff at the time gave an account of the current results of
their creative work, also contained an extensive bibliography
of all the contributions published in the journal during the
half century of its existence.

The present editorial, which we are placing at the
beginning of this double issue, already the 54th issue in the

series, is once again motivated by the need to announce
a certain change, due this time to the fact that in 2009
Opuscula historia artium was classified among the non-
impact peer-reviewed journals. This is one of the reasons
why in future two independent issues should if possible be
published each year. A further visible expression of this most
recent transformation will undoubtedly be the new visual
appearance of the journal, affecting not only the cover, as
was the case several times in the past, but in particular the
interior graphic design. Thanks to the young, but experienced,
graphic designer Toma$ Coufal, Opuscula has thus, after
years of the standardising and lacklustre typographical
designs of all the editions of the former Shorniky praci
filozofické fakulty brnénské university, finally acquired its
own individual, understated, consciously minimalist, but
nevertheless typographically and artistically striking modern
appearance. However, the change in status of the journal has
not only caused the members of the editorial board to set
in motion this fundamental change in its appearance, but
above all stimulated a discussion as to whether its traditional
overall orientation and content, which has stood the test of
time, still passes muster today, or whether it requires greater
changes, or at least partial innovations. The conclusions of
this discussion were fully reflected in the preparations for this
double issue, which more or less preserves the division of the
contributions into two main sections. These contain more
extensive studies and shorter contributions by teachers,
students and graduates of the Brno Art History Department,
together with articles by Czech and international colleagues.
There is also a completely new section, in which it is intended
to publish discussions on topical themes and subsequently
any polemical reactions we may receive. The aim of this
discussion forum is to provide the necessary platform for
refining standpoints and opinions, something which is still
lacking in our specialist field, especially as regards burning
issues and problems that influence the existence and
functioning of our discipline, not only in the Czech lands, but
beyond its borders as well. The first items to be published
in this new section are some of the contributions that
were presented during the course of a meeting of experts
at the Annual General Meeting of the in the Czech lands
Association of Art Historians which took place this May, in
which the authors try to deal with the provocatively posed
question as to the future of art history, and, among other
things, to express their personal views on the manner and
form in which future art historians are educated at institutes
of higher education.
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
