Periodical Graeco-Latina Brunensia (GLB) is a peer-reviewed academic journal existing separately
since 1996 (as an independent regular periodical with its own ISSN since 2009). It is published twice
a year at the Department of Classical Studies, Faculty of Arts, Masaryk University, and includes submi-
ssions from the fields of Classical Philology, Classical Archeology, Ancient History, Medieval Studies,
as well as Byzantine Studies and the later development of the Greek language.

The journal is a continuation of the separate Series classica (N) of Studia minora facultatis philosophi-
cae universitatis Brunensis; published between 1996 and 2008. Before that, Series archeologico-classi-
ca (E) was published from 1956 to 1995.

The periodical is classified by MK CR under No. E 18713.

Redakéni
rada pfi rozhodovani o uvefejnéni rukopisu vychdzi z hodnoceni nezévislych
odbornikti. Casopis GLB se tematicky zamé&fuje na oblast klasické filologie, klasické
archeologie, starovékych déjin, medievistiky a pfibuznych obord. Piijimany jsou ru-
kopisy v angli¢ting, némcing, italstin€, francouzsting, Span€lstin€ a lating, pripadné
v cesting a slovensting (u piispévkl tematizujicich problematiku medievistickych
a neolatinistickych textti bohemikalni a slovacikalni provenience), zaslané v texto-
vém formatu Word (.doc, .rtf) a jako .pdf na e-mailovou adresu redakce.

Based on the independent reviews, the Editorial Board of GLB makes decisions on publication and
scheduling. The editor always timely informs the authors about the reviewers’ assessments. Submissi-
ons are allowed to be in English, German, French, Spanish or Italian. The submissions must be in .doc
or .rtf format and .pdf.

The submissions should not exceed 35,000 characters including footnotes (if a submission does ex-
ceed this limit, editors have to be consulted). Reviews, reports and additional information should not
exceed 7,000 characters. Submissions should be accompanied by abstract and key words in English
with the maximum length of 1,800 characters.

For all foreign language submissions, the journal requires proof-reading provided by a native speaker
with the proper erudition. The journal’s formal criteria must be accepted and retained, the author can be
asked for the formal adjustment of the submission. The journal reserves the privilege to do any language
or formal emendations of all texts (though, the particular changes have to be approved by the author).
