2015 Summer Seminar on Nationalism,
Religion and Violence

The 2015 edition of the Summer Seminar on Nationalism, Religion and Violence (NRV)
took place in Thessaloniki, Greece from June 29" to July 10®. The summer school
was organized by the International Hellenic University (Thessaloniki) in partner-
ship with the Institute of International Studies at Charles University (Prague),
Peace Research Institute Oslo - PRIO Cyprus and LSEE - Research on South Eastern
Europe, a research unit based at the European Institute of the London School of
Economics. Such institutions were promising a great educational experience, but
reality exceeded expectations by far.

The program consisted of four themes, namely Political and Institutional Issues,
Memory, Political Violence and Migration. Lecturers from prestigious educa-
tional institutions, including Oxford University, LSE and NYU, addressed these
themes from a wide range of methodological approaches and scientific fields.
